Eid ul Adha or the Eid of Sacrifice is celebrated in memory of the great sacrifice that Hazrat Ibrahim (peace be upon
him) was prepared to make. It also reminds us of the submission to Allah’s command by his son Hazrat Ismail (peace be
upon him) to be sacrificed and the willingness of Hazrat Haijira (peace be upon her) to bow before the will of Allah Ta'ala.
